What Is WholeSite?


�


WholeSite is a program designed to allow users to upload or update their entire web-sites in as little as just one click. It saves time and hassle compared to using the more 'manual' techniques and can save money into the bargain - unless told to otherwise WholeSite only transfers the minimum needed to update the site, saving on-line time.


Why Was WholeSite Created?


WholeSite was created initially to update a site I was maintaining for an employer - as the site grew it became cumbersome to ‘manually’ update files stored in several sub-directories.


While there were some very good general purpose FTP programs around� they were just that - general purpose. WholeSite was created with the intention of only being used to update web-sites automagically (to save time, hassle and making sure that all files are up-to-date), and so is much better suited to this task.


Who Would Find WholeSite Useful?


Basically, anyone who maintains a web-site.


I expect it will be particularly useful to two groups of people: beginners who don’t want the extra hassle of learning to use FTP or people who have sites that are large, split over multiple sub-directories or regularly updated (or a combination of the three) who want to save time and hassle. The time factor is especially important to those who pay for the length of time they are connected to the ‘net.


If you enjoy manually updating you site by FTP after every time you edit it, then WholeSite isn’t for you.


What Exactly Does It Do?


Once you have:


told WholeSite where your site is stored on your system


told it what system you want to update


told it your user-name and password to get access to that system


and chosen a few options about how it should update


it will:


scan the copy of your site that is stored locally (the one you have edited)


log on to the remote computer


scan the copy of the site stored there


create and delete files (and directories) on the remote system to ensure it is exactly the same as the copy on your system. Files are identified as needing updateing if they are either marked as older than the copy on you system, or are of a different length.


and finally log-off from the remote computer.


(basically it automagically does what you would do manually)


What Is Required To Use WholeSite?


Whole site will run on any PC running Windows 3.1x or Windows ‘95 (WholeSite does run under Windows NT, but due to the way it accesses long-filenames this option is not available under NT).


This documentation assumes you have an Internet connection and a place to store your site on a web-server. Please note that WholeSite currently only supports FTP servers that give out varients of ‘Standard Unix-type’ output�. If you do not know what type of server you are using, ask the people that run it - failing that just try WholeSite - it’ll not do any damage but will simply tell you it was ‘unable to read the remote directory structure’. If this happens to you, please contact me on WholeSite@bigfoot.com.


How Do You Pay For WholeSite?


WholeSite is shareware, this means that you can download WholeSite and test it out for nothing. If you wish to continue using WholeSite after an initial evaluation period then it will cost you the small sum of only £10 or $23 (site licenses are also available at low cost). The dollar price is higher than the pound price for several reasons - sorry if this seems unfair to you, but it is unavoidable. See’ Registering WholeSite’, later in this document, for more information about how you can pay for WholeSite.


The price covers free upgrades up to (but not including) version 2, with possible upgrade discounts beyond this at my disgression.


WholeSite is not crippled in any way in it’s shareware form (i.e. all the features are available for you to try-out before parting with your registration fee) but it does add a small message to the bottom of all web-pages it uploads. No original files are altered, so the messages will be removed either when you run WholeSite after registering or you stop using WholeSite and update the pages using another program.


I know that in a commercial environment it does not look good to carry registration messages on your web-sites - if you wish to have a time-locked copy of WholeSite (that doesn’t add these messages) for evaluation, contact me on WholeSite@bigfoot.com.


Why Should I Pay For WholeSite?


The shareware concept could not survive if people did not register shareware programs that they decide to keep. To put it more bluntly, if people don’t get paid they are far less likely to write any more programs for you to use (or improve their current products).


Also, registering WholeSite gets rid of those small messages at the bottom of your pages, and will make you feel warm and fulfilled for having supported an impoverish software developer!

Are There Any Further Plans For WholeSite?


Yes. WholeSite version 2 is now finally in the works. It will be a fully Win32 application (which will improve multi-tasking and solve the long-filename problem NT users have) capable of downloading as well as uploading (and probably a ‘synchronise’ feature, combining the two). It will also be capable of making multiple connections to the FTP server, making it much more efficient when dealing with small files (which most web-pages and graphics are).


It has been decided (because of the delays in getting version 2 started) that current users of version 1 will be eligible for a free upgrade. The current plan is to have it ready before the end of June, possibly earlier.


As WholeSite v2 will not (initially at least) function under Win31x, version 1.xx will still be supported. A 16-bit port of version 2 may be made if there is enough demand.


Version 2 is being written (from scratch) using Delphi2, using the third-party library TFTPClient, from ICS (Internet Component Suite) by François Piette (see http://www.rtfm.be/fpiette/indexuk.htm for details).

How Do I Get WholeSite, And Install It?


Downloading


WholeSite is available for download from either the WholeSite home-page (at http://www.djspillet.demon.co.uk/whlst) or from one of the many TUCOWS (The Ultimate Collection Of Winsock Software) sites (goto http://www.tucows.com for a full list). It is stored in a .zip file that is only about 250Kb long (so should not take long to download).


The most up-to-date version of WholeSite is always at the WholeSite home-page, TUCOWS are informed of new releases shortly after they are available there.


Installing


Simply unzip the contents of whlst.zip into a convenient directory (I recommend it is placed in a directory of it’s own - such as ‘c:\whlst’) and create either a Program-Manager icon (Win31x) or Explorer shortcut (Win95) to the file whlst.exe.


This should be fairly simple - if you need further guidance on this please don’t hesitate to e-mail any questions you have to WholeSite@bigfoot.com.


What Files Will This Create?


You will find the following files:


fileid.diz	A short description of WholeSite�whlst.doc	This file�whlst.exe	WholeSite itself�ftp4w.dll	A library used by whlst.exe to access the ‘net�register.exe	A program for registering WholeSite (see later)�register.hlp	The documentation to the above program�kagi.txt	A little information about Kagi, who handle my non-UK registrations.


When WholeSite has been running you will also find the files whlst.ini (which contains WholeSites settings) along with ftpdir.tmp, ftpp21.log, session.log and errors.log (which are log files that you should send along with any problem reports - they are deleted and recreated every time WholeSite is run).


Convincing WholeSite You Have Registered It


When you receive your registration code, it will be accompanied by instructions for applying it. If you have any problems with this, please contact me with your query.


Registration costs only $23 or £10. Site licenses are also available, at low cost.


Using WholeSite


How Do I Get WholeSite To Update My Site For The First Time?


Run WholeSite (the program whlst.exe, which will exists where-ever you installed WholeSite).


Getting Ready

You will be asked for a profile name - something meaningful is a good idea as you may have several profiles later (you don’t need to worry about what profiles are for now, see below for more detail). For example the profile I use to update WholeSite’s web-space it called ‘WholeSite Update’.

You will then see WholeSite’s options window. Don’t worry - all those options may seem a little daunting if you are a beginner but it will all be explained shortly (most of the options are usually correct in their default states anyway).


Telling WholeSite The Essential Information


The only pieces of information that are essential to WholeSite’s operation are:


Host address (the name of the computer you site is [or will be] stored on)


User name (the name that computer knows you by)


Password (the password that is used by the remote computer to verify you identity)


and Local Directory to copy from (where you have stored the site in your computer)


This is the same information you would need to give practically any other FTP program. If you do not know any of the first three of these, the people who run the computer your site will be on will be able to tell you - ask for ‘the name of the server you need to FTP you files to’ and ‘the username and password I should use’. The last option is dependent on where you saved your files.


The other options are usually correct. If you are not using Windows95’s long-filenames, then be sure to select the ‘upper-case’ option if the files on the remote computer are stored in upper-case (for example, if they were uploaded using Netscape’s ‘Navigator Gold’). When using long-filenames, the remote file-names are assumed to be exactly the same as they are locally (i.e. possibly mixed case).


Setting It Going


Once you have these settings correct, simply connect to the ‘net� and click the ‘Go with this profile’ button and WholeSite will try to update your site (it will also automatically save your settings for future use).


While WholeSite is performing it’s task it keeps you informed about it’s progress by showing you it’s progress window - this simply lists all the things that WholeSite may need to do, highlighting what it is doing now. This means you have some indication of what is left to do.

So in the example show here it has already scanned the local copy of your site (the one on your system, that you have edited), connected to the remote computer (on which the copy that is visible through the ‘web is stored) and so on. It is currently copying files to the server, and all it will have to do after that is disconnect.


Please feel free to completely ignore these messages if you wish, and just use them as an indicator that something is actually happening. Indeed, the is nothing to stop you doing something else (checking e-mail, word-processing etc...) while WholeSite is running.


What If There Is A problem?


If there is an error WholeSite will inform you of the problem - for example if your password was entered incorrectly WholeSite would have a problem as the login stage, and would report that it couldn’t login to the remote computer.


The problem-report message will be displayed in the progress window, and WholeSite will try start the next part of the process if it can. All problems are recorded in the file errors.log in your WholeSite directory.


If you can not find the source of an error please feel free to contact me (by e-mail to WholeSite@bigfoot.com) with the details of the problem. Please give as much detail as possible.


How Do I Do It Again (After I have edited the pages again)?


Simply run WholeSite and click the ‘Go with this profile’ button. You settings will have been saved automatically. See ‘Hands free use’ later in this document to find out how to skip this stage also.


So That’s The Basics, How About The Finer Details?


Most people could just use WholeSite as described above, some may want to make use of the extra options available (and described blow). If you are a beginner and the above worked with no problems, you may wish to skip straight to the last feature described: ‘hands-free-use’.


What Do All The Other Options Do Them?


The other options (in the order they are on screen are:

Tells WholeSite where to go on the remote computer to find your files - this is usually automatic�

When selected, this tell WholeSite to remove any files that no longer exist in your copy of the site (i.e. ones you have deleted).�

...including files in ‘root’ directory�
When this option if off it tells WholeSite no to delete files that are stored in the ‘root’ directory of your site. This option is useful if you use a CGI program that keeps information in your root directory�.�
On (no special treatment for the ‘root’ dir.)�

Use Win95 long filenames�
If you are using Windows95 and any of your files have a ‘long filename’ (such as ‘AWebPageWithALongName.html’) you will want this option selected. If you do not select this option, the file’s short name (i.e. ‘awebpa~1.htm’) will be used instead.�

Rename .htm files to .html�
If your pages should have the extension ‘html’ when on the server then you should have this option turned on. Most people do not (i.e. do not need to) bother with this.�
Off (leave names as they are)�

Remote files in upper-case�
If selected the names of any pages WholeSite copies to the server will be in upper-case, if not they will be in lower case. Lower-case is far more common.�This option is disabled under Windows 95 (to alter the case of a filename in Win95, simply rename it).�

Host computer’s clock is...�
This allows you to tell WholeSite if there is a time difference between your computer and the one your site is being copied to (i.e. they are in different time-zones). This setting is not essential but makes WholeSite more efficient in deciding what needs to be copied.�
Blank (no time difference)�

Maintain complete logs�
When this option is on, WholeSite logs the details of any actions it takes (or tried to take) along with any resulting error messages (even when this option is off, a log of the commands sent to the FTP server and a log of any errors/warnings are kept).�

What Is A Profile?


A profile is a set of settings. You created on in the example above.


You may only ever need one profile (in which case you don’t need to know any more about them) but there are uses for multiple profiles - for example: you may maintain more than one web-site, or you may sometime want a different set of options selected on some occasions.


You can have up to 16 profiles.


How Do I Manage Profiles?


The ‘New’, ‘Rename’ and ‘Delete’ buttons allow you to manage profiles - there use should be pretty obvious.


One point to note is that when you create a new profile it will be based on (i.e. it’s options will be initially copied from) the profile you have currently selected.


You can switch between the profiles using the drop-down list. Any changes you make will be automatically saved when you exit WholeSite (or run a profile).


Can I Use WholeSite Update Part Of My Site?


Yes - if that part is in a sub-directory. This is another use for multiple profiles, and can be useful if you haven’t finished updating part of your site but want the changes made to another part to be made available.


For example: there are currently two areas on the web-site known as www.djspillett.demon.co.uk: WholeSite’s ‘home-page’ & documentation and a section of my (deranged) variety of humour. I have four profiles defined�: one that updates the whole lot, one that updates just updates WholeSite’s area, one that updates the ‘humour’ area and one that just updates the root-directory. They are defined as follows (I’ve only shown the options that differ between the 4 profiles in this table):

Note: In the ‘Home dir on host’ box you can either put a full pathname (such as /usr/h/d/j/s/djspillett/whlst) or a relative one (i.e in the above example my FTP server automatically moves into the directory /usr/h/d/j/s/djspillett on login so all I have to give is whlst for the directory to change to).


Eek! - I Wanted The Filenames In Upper-Case, Not Lower (or vice-versa)


Under Windows95, WholeSite maintains the case of the filenames as displayed in Windows Explorer - if you wish a file to be in upper case, lower case or mixed case, simply rename it (locally) as desired using Explorer (or any other Win95 file management software) and rerun WholeSite.


Under Windows 3.1x this could cause problems with WholeSite v1.32 or earlier. Now, you can simply rerun the profile with the ‘upper-case’ option set as you need it.


Hands-Free Use


If you run WholeSite with the name of a profile (replace any spaces with under-score characters) as a parameter it will automagically run that profile immediately.


For example, to run the profile ‘Update My Site’ the command-line would be:�c:\whlst\whlst Update_My_Site�(assuming you installed WholeSite in the directory c:\whlst)


This means you can add an icon to Program Manager, a shortcut to the Win95 desktop, or indeed an icon on any program-launcher you use (such as the button bar on Turnpike’s integrated connect program).


Registration


Once you have decided you want WholeSite (after you evaluation period - not more than 30 days) you must register WholeSite.


What Do I Get When I Register WholeSite?


When you have registered you will be sent a registration code and instructions about how to tell WholeSite what your code is. This will stop WholeSite adding the messages to the bottom of your pages.


This registration code can be used with any version of WholeSite numbered 1.xx - so if an interim release is made you can download it freely to upgrade your current version.


Costs:


So It Isn’t Free Then?


No, unfortunately not.


What Happens If I Don’t Pay?


Firstly, WholeSite will continue to add my little message to the bottom of each page it uploads.


<fx: entering rant mode>


Secondly, you are braking the law in using WholeSite beyond the registration period.


Thirdly, if nobody paid, it would not be worth me developing the thing further, so you and other end-users may ‘suffer’.


<fx: rant mode cancel - sorry about that!>


How Much Do I Have To Pay?


WholeSite costs the small sum of either $23 or £10 (that’s US dollars or UK pounds) for each single license. Site licenses are available for $185 or £80.


The ‘pound-price’ is cheaper because that is my native currency and therefor much easier for me to handle (the bank charges for conversion can be positively loathsome).


How Can I Pay?


If you are paying in £ you can only pay by cheque�, postal order, or cash. I would strongly recommend against cash payments - if you do pay this way then please (for safety’s sake) send it using ‘recorded delivery’, use a strong envelope and make sure the note(s) are not visible through the envelope.


If you wish to pay by credit-card, you must pay in dollars (sorry).


If you are paying in $ you can pay using any common method - credit-card, cheque, invoice etc... Payments in US$ are handled by Kagi, for more information goto www.kagi.com.


OK - So How Do I Pay For It?


In US Dollars (almost any payment method):


A third-party company called Kagi handles my US$ payments - this makes it cheaper for you and far more convenient for me. To pay using this method you need to run the program register.exe that you will find in you WholeSite directory. You will be guided through entering the required information. Once you have finished the register program will produce an order that you can either mail (along with any payment), e-mail or fax to Kagi.


Once they have your payment they will inform me of your details and I will send you (by e-mail) your registration code with instructions on how to use it.


In UK Pounds (cheque, postal-order, or cash):

All payment sent to the above address should be written-out to Mr D J Spillett.


As soon as I have your money, I will send you (by e-mail - so please make sure you write your address clearly, or type it) your registration code with instructions on how to use it.








� such as the popular WS_FTP and CuteFTP


� See ‘further plans’ for more information


� Some Winsocks (the winsock is a library that handles communication between ‘net programs [i.e. WholeSite] and the ‘net itself) allow the connection to be made automatically when you need to access the ‘net, in which case you don’t need to do this manually.


� This is useful if a file isn’t being transferred when it should - which is possible (although unlikely) for example if your computer’s clock was wrong when you edited it (or the remote computer’s clock was wrong when it was last updated).


� If you don’t know what this means then it is safe to assume that you haven’t, in which case you don’t need to worry about this option. (Some hit-counter-scripts do this).


� yes, I trust WholeSite enough to use it on my own sites!


� I have this set because the hit-counter keeps a file in the root directory - and I don’t want WholeSite to over-write that file or delete it.


� If this option was selected the directories whlst and collect would also be updated, defeating the purpose of the separate profiles


� Please make sure any cheques are drawable in UK banks - if you send (for example) a ‘normal’ US cheque made out in pounds the banks will charge you for the conversion.�As a general rule, for a check to be drawable in a UK bank it must have a UK address printed somewhere on it.
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
