Main Program Screen:

The main program screen contains 6 buttons and 2 text boxes.

The buttons:



Lookup, Add, Clear, Help, About and Exit.


Each of these buttons is explained in the section entitled “Using the Program”.

The text boxes:


Transistor to Lookup and Replacement Device.


Each of these text boxes is explained in the section entitled “Using the Program”.

Using the Program:

Looking up a cross reference:

To look up a transistor cross reference you need to give the program the specific device you want data on. Enter the device part number in the gray shaded box under the caption “Transistor to Lookup.”

Press the “Lookup” button in the lower left corner of the program window.

If the database holds any information on the part you specified it will be displayed in the larger text box under the caption “Replacement Device.” If the database does not hold any information for the specified device the “Replacement Device” text box will display a message stating there is no information currently in the database.

Note: If you do not put any device in the “Transistor to Lookup” text box the whole database file will be displayed in the “Replacement Device” textbox.

Adding a device to the database:

When you click on the “Add” button a new window ‘Add to Database’ will open.  You are shown 2 text boxes and 3 buttons.

To add a device to the database, enter the device that you want to add cross-reference data for in the text box under the caption: ‘Transistor to Add’.  Next, enter ALL of the devices cross reference data in the larger box titled ‘Enter the cross reference transistors below.’  Enter each entry on a single line in the text box and press enter.

When you have finished entering the data, review it and if it is correct click the “Add” button in the lower portion of the ‘Add to Database’ window.  If the data is not correct you can edit and replace or delete and individual line in the text box.  The data is not saved until you click on the ‘Add’ button.  

The Clear button will clear all the text boxes on the current open window without saving and data. At which point you can start over, or press the ‘Done’ button to stop adding data.

The LOOKUP Button:

Clicking this button will display a device from the transistor cross-reference database, when the data is entered as stated above.

The ADD Button:

Clicking this button will allow you to add your own transistor information to the database.

The CLEAR Button:

Clicking this button will clear all of the text boxes in the current window.

The HELP Button:

Clicking this button will display the On-line help file (The same document you are reading now.)

The ABOUT Button:

Clicking this button will display information regarding this program and provides you with the option to enter your program registration string and code number when you purchase the program.

The EXIT Button:

Clicking this button will stop program execution and return you to the Windows operating system.
