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INTRODUCTION

OVERVIEW

Windows 95 Password Manager provides management of local passwords to ensure a single password solution for all network and local resources for new users and ‘Free-seated’ / moving users.

It is a self-terminating, non-interactive program, run from a network logon script, which sets the Windows 95 password to ‘null’ to avoid conflicts with network password.

DETAILS

Windows 95 Password Manager is a Windows 95 Network utility for use in any corporate (or other) network with any number of Windows 95 workstations.

The product automatically populates the 'annoying' dialog a user gets when he or she first logs onto the network on a machine they have not used before. (New users or moving users)

This dialog is the 'Enter Windows password' prompt the user gets AFTER logging onto the network for the FIRST time. 

Users typically populate this with their password for NETWORKING. They then have a situation of having an identical password for WINDOWS and Windows NETWORKING.

When the server forces a password change there is a conflict with the new password for NETWORKING and the old password for WINDOWS.

The solution for this is to enter no password (a null) for WINDOWS when the user first logs on. 

Windows 95 Password Manager does this automatically. (It enters a null password for WINDOWS)

HOW DOES IT WORK?

FIRSTLY, 

Password Manager checks for the situation of a password conflict between Windows and the network. If a conflict exists, it deletes the current username.pwl and asks the user to log on again.

SECONDLY,

When a user logs on for the first time (or after a log off as above), Password Manager sets a ‘null’ password for Windows to negate further password problems.

THIRDLY

Password Manager always checks for the instance of a 'tick' in the box as follows (Note, Profiles must be enabled):

Windows 95

Settings

Control Panel

Passwords

Change Windows Password

Microsoft Networking and/or others

It takes the tick out of the box for changing other passwords when a user wants to try and change the WINDOWS password. This is not a desirable situation. The Windows password should never be changed. It should be left as 'null'.      

The following pages will graphically identify what should happen with the network password change, and what happens in reality.

WHAT SHOULD HAPPEN

Typically, at the end of a 30,60,90-day period, system administrators will force a change in Network passwords. This will appear to the user as follows:
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This will be followed by:
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And Then:
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Followed by a logon script, and, work as normal.

WHAT DOES HAPPEN

If the password for Windows is NOT 'null'……

The users will see:
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This will be followed by:
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And Then:
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Followed by a logon script, and then:
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Then,

COMPLETE CONFUSION!

WHAT CAN ALSO HAPPEN

If there IS a 'tick' in the box for:

1. Windows 95

2. Start

Settings

Control Panel

Passwords

Change Windows Password

Microsoft Networking and/or others

The users will see:

This will be followed by:
(NOTE – This is a change WINDOWS password dialog, not a Change password dialog as above)
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And then, if they proceed with what may appear normal they will get:
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Then,

COMPLETE CONFUSION!

AGAIN!

The reason for this is that they have tried to change a WINDOWS password not a NETWORK password

Other Things to consider before you use WindowS 95 Password Manager

DO YOU?

Run Windows 95 in a network environment?

Do your support staff waste a lot of time sorting out password problems under Windows 95?

Do your users get confused with the difference between changing a Windows password and a password for the Network?

3. Do your users waste time logging on to all network resources individually?

WHY DO YOU NEED IT?

WHAT DO I NEED TO USE IT?

Any PC running Windows 95 on a network.

A logon script.

An environment where system passwords are cached locally in the password list file ( eg. username.pwl   Where username is your logon identification). 

HOW TO INSTALL AND RUN.

Simple, 

Step 1.
Copy WBSHD.EXE to your WINDOWS directory

Step 2.
From anywhere in your logon script, run C:\WINDOWS\WBSHD.EXE

It's that easy!
